“On the Neutrality of Socially Responsible Investing: The General Equilibrium
Perspective”

This paper investigates the conditions under which socially responsible investment (SRI) is neutral
from the viewpoint of general equilibrium theory. Three conditions are jointly sufficient for neu-
trality of SRI. First, the financial market is complete and SRI does not compromise the spanning
opportunities it provides. Second, consumers’ rankings of consumption bundles are unaffected by
their asset holdings. Third, firms maximize shareholder value. Under an additional assumption
that is satisfied, e.g., if SRI takes the form of negative screening, the taxes and transfers needed
to implement a Pareto-optimal allocation are the same as in the absence of SRI. SRI is neutral
despite financial market incompleteness if there are perfect substitutes for targeted stocks.

“Digitale Methoden in der (Wirtschafts-) Geschichte: Status-Quo und
Anwendungsbeispiel”

Seit einiger Zeit halten digitale Methoden Einzug in die Geschichtswissenschaft, so auch in
die Wirtschaftsgeschichte. Im ersten Teil des Vortrags soll der aktuelle Stand in der Nutzung
entsprechender Methoden vorgestellt werden. Welche Forschungsfragen werden mittels digitaler
Methoden adressiert? Welche Quellen werden dabei untersucht, und welche konkreten Ansatze
genutzt? Im zweiten Teil wird ein konkretes Forschungsprojekt vorgestellt, bei dem die Frage im
Mittelpunkt steht, wie sich Wirtschaftsgeschichte und Wirtschaftswissenschaften im Hinblick auf
ihre Untersuchungsgegenstande zueinander verhalten. Lasst sich tatsachlich eine Konvergenz
beider Facher seit der ,Cliometric Revolution™ der 1960er Jahre beobachten? Um diese Frage
zu beantworten, wird ein aus 17.000 Fachaufsatzen bestehendes Korpus mittels Topic Modelling
ausgewertet.
