“Impacts of COVID-19 on Households in CAREC Countries: First Lessons from the ADBI
Survey”

At this seminar the preliminary results from the recent household survey conducted by the Asian
Development Bank will be presented. The household survey was carried out in 10 CAREC Member
Countries (Afghanistan, Azerbaijan, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyz Republic, Mongolia, and Pak-
istan) The survey was designed by ADBI and implemented in two waves in May-July 2021 and in
August-November 2022. The household survey covers the following topics: children education,
household finance, remittance, household expenditure, coping strategies, usage of financial tech-
nologies, financial knowledge, and financial behaviour and attitude. The presentation will also
show the first results based on this survey regarding the post-Covid-19 recovery in the CAREC
region and the impacts of Covid-19 on households’ business, employment, and school education.

“Monopolbildung in der Energiebranche der 1920er Jahre”

Bei der Entstehung der Stromnetze in Bayern im ausgehenden 19. Jahrhundert entwickelten sich
von Beginn an monopolistische Strukturen. Diese Bildung von Gebietsmonopolen war zunachst
durch die kapitalintensive Natur sowie die punktuelle Entstehung der Infrastruktur zur Stromver-
sorgung bedingt, doch schon bald nach der Jahrhundertwende griff der bayerische Staat regulativ
in die Marktentwicklung ein und forderte Monopole aktiv. Ziel dieser Herangehensweise war die
rasche Versorgung weiter Bevdlkerungsteile in Bayern mit Elektrizitat. Spatestens nach dem
Ende des Ersten Weltkriegs gab es mit der Griindung des Bayernwerks, das (fast) zu 100% dem
Bayerischen Staat gehérte, Bestrebungen die Energieversorgung Bayerns vollstandig unter der
Kontrolle der 6ffentlichen Hand zu haben.
