Im Olymp der Okonomen. Eine digitale Geschichte der Resonanz wirtschaftspolitischer Experten in
Deutschland, 1965 bis 2015

Abstract: Welchen Stellenwert hat 6konomisches Expertenwissen fur die 6ffentliche Meinung? Inwieweit
pragen Okonomen und ihre Konzepte 6ffentliche Diskurse? Neueste Methoden der Digital Humanities und
der Digital History bieten die Moglichkeit, diese Fragestellung anhand von umfanglichen historischen
Entwicklungslinien empirisch untermauert zu untersuchen. Im Rahmen des Vortrags wird ein
Forschungsprojekt vorgestellt, welches diesen digitalen Zugang am Beispiel des Sachverstandigenrates zur
Begutachtung der gesamtwirtschaftlichen Entwicklung (SVR) fur den Zeitraum von 1965 bis 2015 verfolgt.
Wie stark wurden die sogenannten , Wirtschaftsweisen” von der Offentlichkeit wahrgenommen? In welchen
Debatten fanden sie Gehdér? Wie wurde die Institution des SVR bewertet? Die Untersuchung dieser
Forschungsfragen erfolgt auf Basis einer Quellengrundlage, welche die beiden Zielgruppen des SVR
widerspiegelt: der Berichterstattung in der Presse sowie dem parlamentarischen Diskurs im Deutschen
Bundestag. Den methodischen Kern der Arbeit bilden sogenannte Topic Models, statistische Verfahren zur
automatisierten Inhaltsanalyse. Ziel ist es, den bisherigen Forschungsstand um die jungste Zeitgeschichte zu
erweitern, empirisch zu untermauern und aus der Perspektive der Digital History neu zu bewerten. Der
Ansatz des , distant reading” (F. Moretti) wird dabei erganzt durch klassisch hermeneutische Textanalyse,
um ein umfassendes Bild der Kontinuitdten und Veranderungen der gesellschaftlichen Relevanz
okonomischen Expertenwissens zu entwerfen.

How do new Immigration Flows affect existing Immigrants?

Abstract: We apply difference-in-differences regressions to study the impact of the 2015 refugee crisis in
Germany on the culturally closer diaspora of existing immigrants originating from Turkey and Middle-Eastern
and North-African countries (TMENA). Our identification allows us to emphasize the role of immigrants’
culture in estimating the impact of immigration. Additionally, we are able to distinguish between the labor
demand and labor supply effects associated with immigration, suggesting overall ambiguous signs on the
estimated coefficients. In particular, we find that TMENA immigrants experienced a substantial reduction in
unemployment in the year 2015, consistent with the differential demand shock induced by refugees'
consumption of culturally similar goods and services. The unemployment effects, however, dissipated
starting in 2016, coinciding with refugees' delayed yet incremental labor market integration. We also
consider the social impact of the refugee crisis and find that while worries about immigration and
xenophobic hostility increased among all respondents, the increases were statistically significantly smaller
among TMENA immigrants, primarily due to their cultural proximity to arriving refugees. We find that
TMENA immigrants' assimilation of German identity was not affected after the refugee crisis, whereas they
increased bonding with the home country's culture.

Mathias Morys:

The gold Standard, Fiscal Dominance and Financial Supervision in Greece and South-East Europe, 1841—
1939

Abstract: We add a historical and regional dimension to the debate on the Greek debt crisis by analyzing
repeated cycles of entry and exit from the gold standard, government default, and financial supervision for
four South-East European countries from political independence to World War II. The prevailing pattern of
fiscal dominance was broken only under financial supervision, when conditionality scaled back the treasury’s
influence; only then were central banks able to stabilize their exchange rates.

A political economy analysis for Greece finds that financial supervision was politically acceptable as it made
successfully adhering to gold more likely in the view of contemporaries.
